A MESSAGE from FATHER ED HINSPERGER


St. Kateri Tekakwitha Parish, Peawanuck, ON – Population 250, established 1986

Hi, everyone.  This Labour Day weekend means another school year will now begin, 2017/18.  This morning on my daily walk on my personal road to Emmaus, I recalled 1957/58, the year I completed Grade 12.  I thought of my experience of learning right up to the present moment.  In my reflection I compared my experience with Daniel's experience.  Daniel is a member of St. Kateri Tekakwitha Parish and is a year younger than me; he comes to weekly and daily Mass and leads in the singing of the gathering and communion hymns.
What do we have in common?  We were born in the same country, Canada, and in the same province, Ontario.  As to ancestry, mine is European.  For Daniel, it would be of the American Continent.  It is thought that people have lived here for tens of thousands of years, a minimum of 10,000 years.  By 1500 the population of North and South America was 112.5 million; 18 million lived in North America north of the Rio Grande; two million lived in Canada, two-thirds along the northwest coast of Canada.  Their culture was centred on the family, concretely based on and built around shared sustenance activities.  They believed in one Creator and a profound respect for nature.  For them there was no separation between Church and State.  These ancestors of Daniel met my ancestors and assisted them as they began a new life here.  My ancestors by now had experienced the Reformation, the separation of Church and State and the emergence of the concept of individuality, which is important:  Their acceptance of a shared, concrete social project had begun to break down.
1763 was a pivotal moment in our combined history.  This was the year Canada became a colony of England. France no longer had any presence in North America.  England, by way of a Royal Proclamation, established the ground rules for North America.  The 13 Atlantic-coast colonies south of the St. Lawrence River broke away from England in 1774 and became the United States of America.  This same Proclamation, based on the British view that indigenous people were inferior, began the process of assimilation – even though for 9600 years, the indigenous people were completely self-reliant.
England was very dominant in all her colonies, including Canada, and dictated all social and economic matters.  England had the most powerful navy and therefore acquired more territory than any other European power.  The way of life of indigenous people in the various colonies, including Canada, interfered with England gaining the wealth it wanted.  In 1867 Canada became its own country but continued the British policies towards indigenous people:  In fact it decided to use residential schools to complete the assimilation of all native people.
In 1905 Canada, by way of Treaty 9, entered into agreement with indigenous communities on reserves in Northern Ontario (about 41 communities) to allow non-native people to hunt, fish and explore on their lands and rivers.  In return Canada would provide necessities of life when needed and education for the children.  Two residential schools were built along James Bay Coast:  St. Anne’s School in Fort Albany and a second school in Moose Factory operated by the Anglican Church.  Across Canada approximately 140 residential elementary schools were built for the sole purpose of destroying indigenous culture and assimilating the entire indigenous population.
In 1947, at age 7, I began attending S.S. #12 Carrick Township School in Bruce County.  Each day I would walk a km each way to school and home with my brothers and sisters.  In 1948 Daniel travelled from Winisk (former community of Peawanuck) to St. Anne’s School, 400 km from home, as his parents and grandparents did before him.  They would travel by a small sailboat along the southern shore of Hudson Bay, then down the eastern shore of James Bay – a journey of 3 days and 3 nights and some, if not all, experienced sea sickness.  Later Daniel travelled by small planes.  This continued every year for 8 years, with Daniel returning home for a month each summer.
Daniel recalls his first school experiences:  A common style haircut and his name no longer being used but replaced by the number 25.  (Why 25?  Students were given numbers in the order that they arrived at school.)  I recall how my name was written on my books.
Daniel says that he was not a good student.  “I never learned how to speak English.  It was a difficult time and I just couldn't learn.  My mother died when I was in Grade 2.  I had a sister and brother die during our time there."  My elementary school years were great.
After his school years Daniel enrolled in the U. of C. – the University of Common Sense – with his family and fellow members of the community.  In time he married and with his wife raised a family.  Some of their children attended the same residential school in Fort Albany; their time there was much better, thank God.
That residential school closed in 1974.  Today Daniel’s grandchildren attend elementary school, and for high school, college or university they travel to Timmins or elsewhere.  Sometimes parents move south with them during their years of learning, coming home in the summers, and about 30 to 40 students and parents are traveling this week for the new school year.  On Sunday at Mass, to give all a blessing for their new year of studies, was special and a privilege.  To meet people like Daniel and this community gives me great hope.  My reflection for this week on my road to Emmaus. – Father Ed.
