That fateful morning and for months afterward, Masses were celebrated at the Canadian Legion hall.  To think this took place over 40 years ago, that what is the most critical event in our history is now almost forgotten!  Anyone with “before” photographs, newspaper clippings, etc., we would be delighted to scan these items to post them on our website.
