FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

Our treasured church is due for remedial restoration.  This is something that is natural as buildings age.  And this is something needed due to the 1971 fire:  Being baked compromises structural integrity.

The church is showing the effects of age and heat damage.  Its exterior doors are compromised to the point that layers of wood can be peeled by hand.  The window frames are warped and the stained glass is deflecting, with lead crumbling and falling in bits onto the window sills.  And our historic Casavant organ is declining to the point of being unstable.

Pastoral Council has discussed these matters over the past two years, and Finance Council unanimously approved the projects in November.  The Chancery Office has granted permission to proceed, and so the work begins!

You will see two stained glass windows missing from the Church.  They are two of eight windows being restored by Sunrise Stained Glass of London.  The stained glass panels will be disassembled, repaired and reassembled in rebuilt, weather-proof frames.  Protective exterior glazing with purpose-built venting will then be installed:  This will prevent deterioration caused, until now, by wind and water.  Please watch upcoming bulletins for updates.  We will keep you apprised as developments occur.
